"Technicians have no phone privileges on any HFllmher than 10 meters, period!" Henderson empéssiZhat's the
bottom line. If you want to operate phone on theepHF bands, you'll have to upgrade to Generaheateur Extra
class."

Technicians dropped by 4655 in the same period 8838. Speroni notes, however, that his mid-méigtires tend to
underestimate actual totals.

Most Technician license holders face a learningecto take advantage of their new CW privilege$ién but they no
longer have to pass a Morse code examination. Taéahs also may use their new HF privileges withwaxing to apply
for them first. No other license class automatjcatiquired additional privileges February 23. Tbmiibus" rule changes
effective last December 15 did not give Technidieensees without Morse code credit any

additional privileges either.

Henderson further warns new Techs not to extrapaldtlitional phone privileges by misconstruingR@C Part 97 rules
to mean something they dont.

"Calls I've been getting lately indicate that samisinformed individuals believe Technicians mayrape 'digital voice'
on 80, 40 and 15, where they have only CW prividggke says. "Not true. Digital voice is reallyitized voice, and it's
not permitted in non-phone band segments."

Henderson reiterates that Technicians do not hikedice privileges on 10 meters -- or on any otHErband, for that
matter.

The HF privileges all Technicians now have are ajant to those that Novice licensees enjoy, Hesatenotes. "This
also means the 200 W maximum power limit still &plregardless of where you operate in the HFhand
he says. Technicians may operate at up to the liegabn VHF and UHF, however.

On 10 meters, Technician and Novice licensees 6&VeRTTY and data privileges from 28.000 to 28.808z, and CW
and SSB privileges from 28.300 to 28.500 MHz. "Weorry that the sunspots aren't favoring 10 meiters
this point in the sunspot cycle, but they will ifeav years," Henderson allowed.

In addition, Technicians and Novices have CW -- amigg CW -- privileges on from 3.525 to 3.600 MHz 80 meters,
from 7.025 to 7.125 MHz on 40 meters and 21.0251t800 MHz on 15 meters.

Henderson believes at least some of the confusanhave originated with a few brand-new or inexgrazed Technician
licensees who heard that the FCC deleted the Made requirement to obtain an Amateur Radio licelbse
paid little attention to the fine print.

"And we all know the devil's in the details," Herslen says. "Remember, the FCC requires you to kmogre you may
and may not operate and with what modes.

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FCC Reverses Morse Code Ruling

In an apparent reversal of its original ruling, fredleral Communications
Committee (FCC) announced earlier this week thabitld re-instate Morse
Code testing for amateur radio licenses.

Lirpa Loof, chairman of the FCC’s code enforcenmsettion said that his
office was scrambling to right an obvious wrongbt@usly we here at the
FCC realize that not only is Morse Code neededdwueproficiency in order
to upgrade one’s license in the amateur communitytlis still a viable
means for emergency communications.” Mr. Loof awngd to say that alll
licenses that had been upgraded recently wouldibeer review” and
holders of those licenses would be contacted sdda.cannot have people
just roaming the amateur bands who have not prth@nworthiness”, he
said, “and passing the Morse Code is the only wajotthat”.

What does this mean for the thousands of amatkathave upgraded and
received their new tickets? According to Lirpa Loléy have been
operating in violation of the FCC rules and theseld be stiff penalties.

“I’'m sorry, just real sorry”, Mr. Loof said. “thatp to this point in reading
this article, that you have taken it seriouslyt.ybu take my name, Lirpa
Loof and spell it backwards, you get APRIL FOOL!

FIELD DAY 2007 OFFERS A LEARNING OPPORTUNITY FOR HF

NEWCOMERS

Although Field Day 2007 is still more than threentfis away, many ham radio clubs and groups
already have begun making plans for this year'ste@aturday and Sunday, June 23-24. Field Day
has always been an ideal time for new hams to beeoare proficient operators and for prospective
licensees to get "bitten by the Amateur Radio bligat may be even more the case during Field Da
2007, as many radio amateurs gain new HF operptimtieges because of the rule changes that wer
into effect February 23.

"This is an opportunity to get new or upgradedrgses on the air for some active mentoring and
active learning," says ARRL Regulatory Informat®pecialist Dan Henderson, NIND. "Field Day
2007 will be a chance to learn and grow, but aladlyét will be a lot of fun -- and for many theie
perhaps nothing more fun in ham radio than ARRLdHRay."

The numbers support that claim. Last June, morre 3225600 operators took part in ARRL Field Day
-- some as individuals but many more as part dfila @r group. The League saw some 2200 Field
Day log submissions for the 2006 event, during Winiearly 1.24 million completed contacts went
into the log -- not a record but up a little frone tprevious year.

While no longer a licensing requirement, Morse of£}/) remains a very popular Field Day
operating mode, perhaps because CW QSOs are wcthds much as phone contacts. Last year
some 56 percent of Field Day contacts took plac8®B, while nearly 42 percent were on CW (the
rest were digital contacts).

Henderson points out two small changes in the Falgrules starting this year. First, participating
stations may only complete one satellite contacbémus points via a single-channel FM-mode
spacecraft (Rule 7.3.7.1), and it must be an EsatlHite-Earth contact. "This will allow more
stations to access this very limited resource Sdyes.

The Woodward Tornado of 9 April 1947

The most deadly tornado to ever strike within tbedlers of the state of Oklahoma occurred on Wedrestpril 9, 1947 in the city of Woodward. The
Woodward tornadic storm began in the Texas Pankahding the afternoon of April 9, 1947, and prastliat least six tornadoes along a 220 mile path tha
stretched from White Deer, TX (northeast of Amajillo St. Leo, KS (west of Wichita).

The tornado that would strike Woodward began neera@ian, TX. Moving northeast, it continued ongheund continuously for about 100 miles, ending in
Woods County, Oklahoma, west of Alva. The tornads wassive, up to 1.8 miles wide, and traveledratard speeds of about 50 miles per hour. It §insick
Glazier and Higgins in the Texas Panhandle, detiagthoth towns and producing at least 69 fatalitreTexas before crossing into Oklahoma. In Eli@inty,
Oklahoma, the tornado did not strike any townssipasto the southeast of Shattuck, Gage, and FErgm though no towns were struck, nearly 60 faants
ranches were destroyed and 8 people were killdd 4@tmore injured. Moving into Woodward County, aleath was reported near Tangier.

The violent tornado (F5 on the Fujita Scale) urtledsts worst destruction on Woodward, strikingdhig without warning at 8:42 pm. Over 100 city &is on
the west and north sides of the city were destroyidulesser damage in the southeast portion ofadiwa. Confusion and fires reigned in the aftermaith over
1000 homes and businesses destroyed, at leasedPlefkilled in and around Woodward, and nearlydl@@ditional injuries. Normal communications betawee
Woodward and the outside world were not restoreddme time and there was great uncertainty agtiovstatus. In fact, the bodies of three childvesre
never identified, and one child who survived tiaémlo was lost and never reunited with her faniliglp for Woodward came from many places, including
units from as far away as Oklahoma City and WictBeyond Woodward, the tornado lost some intenbity still destroyed 36 homes and injured 30 pewple
Woods County before ending.

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In all, at least 116 lives were lost in Oklahomattaet fateful night. Never before or since has a
tornado been so costly to human life in the So&tete. Because of the Woodward tornado ant
other devastating tornadoes in the late 1940'sarig 1950's, and because of new technologie
available after World War Il, the Weather Bureaav(rthe National Weather Service) began a
tornado watch and warning program in 1953. Durirglast five decades, the warning system
composed of the National Weather Service, local preparedness agencies, and the media h¢
continued to mature and provide better and betferrnation to citizens to help them protect
themselves from tornadoes. Because of the strengthe warning system, tornado death tolls i
Oklahoma, and nationwide, have dropped consideritth each passing decade and, hopefull
will continue to decrease."

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Iragqi Amateur Radio Shutdown Continues

NEWINGTON, CT, Mar 30, 2007 -- Iraq Amateur Radiactety (ARS) President Diya Sayah, YI1DZ, says a ham radiokaat in his

country remains in effect, with no end in sight.@sst of the new security plan in Baghdad, theilMigistry of Defense earlier this month
requested that radio amateurs remain off the il security improves.

Because of a miscommunication, however, word fditegkach the Iragi Communications and Media Corsiois which still is issuing
licenses.

Sayah chalks up the open-ended ham radio blac&autrtisunderstanding of Amateur Radio on the dattedefense minister. Working
through the Ministry of Education and ScientificsRarch, the IARS has attempted -- so far withoatess -- to explain Amateur Radio to the
Ministry of Defense.

"Because it's between ministries, this will takedialso,” Sayah said this week, adding that hemotisptimistic about meeting with Iraqi
Prime Minister Nouri al-Maliki anytime soon.

"Now anyone on the air is a pirate, as everyorobligied not to use their radios at the present,tilme added. He said IARS members continu
making contacts using Voice over Internet Prot¢vollP) modes such as IRLEchoLinkand others.

The Ministry of Defense also had asked the IARSttoe all licensees' ham radio equipment duringsthuigdown, but Sayah says that's not
happening because of the dangerous situation énsisps within the capital.

The ham radio shutdown affects non-lraqi licensieesding members of the military and contractoofding YI9-prefix call signs. It does not
apply to Military Affiliate Radio System (MARS) opagions, which use military frequencies.
